Service Award

Purpose

To acknowledge and honor members of the Association whose contributions to the CPTA have been
of exceptional value.

Eligibility

1. Each physical therapist or physical therapist assistant nominee must have a license in the State
of Connecticut for at least five (5) years.

2. Contributed to the enhancement of the overall delivery of physical therapy services in
Connecticut.

3. Must an active member of the Connecticut Physical Therapy Association for at least five (5)

years.

Criteria for Selection

Contributions should be of exceptional value to the CPTA:

May be in the realm of any area(s) of concern to the CPTA.

May be those made through an individual's service on one or more elected or appointed
groups/ positions, and/or in one or more other capacities at the chapter level.

Will be judged on the basis of the results of an individual's service, and not merely the duration
or continuity of that service.

Procedure for Nomination

= Nomination packages must be submitted with the current nomination form provided by
Connecticut Physical Therapy Association
= Forms can be obtained from the CPTA website. The current nomination form indicates the
year in which the award nomination will be considered.
= An ORIGINAL nomination package (completed nomination form with original signatures and
original supporting documents) must be submitted for consideration for the award and
received by .
*  The nomination package must include:
0 Current nomination form.
0 Current curriculum vitae or resume of the nominee.
= Three (3) letters of support that specifically focus on the strengths of the
nominee with respect to the criteria for selection.
